A new framework for managing sexual identity conflicts 


When sexuality and personal values collide, significant conflict may result, often leading to referral for counseling.  Sexual identity therapy is a framework designed to help therapists simultaneously maintain commitments to client self-determination and professional diversity. 


Sexual identity therapy is not a new form of therapy but rather a framework within which clients and therapists may collaborate to integrate a sexual identity that is valued by clients. 


This framework may be used with clients who experience dissonance surrounding their sexuality and personal values. Counselors working with religious conflicts will find this approach especially useful.
